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HVGP 2001 is a small and portable high voltage generator. It generates HV output pulses with regulated amplitude and
temporal width. There are two modes of operation: single pulse mode and repetition mode. Auxiliar TTL output yields pulse-
width monitoring. High voltage output is galvanic insulated and leads into centres of two BNC sockets.

The single pulse is triggered by the input pulse. Moreover, the desired temporal width of the pulse can be selected in 5 ms
